Government in Sparta and Greece
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Australia and Athens both have Democracies. However Sparta is different because they are ruled by 2 Kings. Australia has a representative Democracy, which means people vote for other people to represent your vote. Athens had a direct Democracy which is when you vote yourself. In Australia you can be male/female over 18. In Sparta you had to be a man over 30. And in Athens you had to be a man. In all countries you had to be a Citizen of the country. In Sparta the Government was elected                                       A Greek God
by how loud the applause was for each person in the Apella. Even though Sparta and Athens were around in the same time frame, Australia and Athens have the most in common. 
Daily Life in Athens and Sparta
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The life of People in Athens, Sparta and Australia are very different. In Athens education was mostly sport at a place called Academy, and also literature. In Sparta however there were 12 people in a normal school class, and if they were bad they were beaten with a stick. When boys were at the age of 7 they went to school for 3-4 years. They killed weak babies and if there were too many female babies they would leave the newborn girl to die. In Australia you have to go to school (boys and girls) from the age of 6-18! You do all different types of subjects not just 3 or 4. In Sparta children/boys at the age of 7 left the family to train to become a soldier- which was the main job of men. The names of the jobs in Sparta are called Diokles- a Golds  mith, Lydos- slave, Arstophen- farmer, Ampharete- Citizen, Elevtheros- Wealthy and Eirene- Medic. They got up when the sun rises to go to work etc. At the age of 20 men became soldiers.(but only if they were good) In Athens a 12 year old boy goes to Academy to train for wrestling and boxing. To learn literature they went to a Tutors house. Australian children stay with their families, go to school and do a sport of their choice. If Athens women/men didn’t work their family wouldn’t respect them. There were over 100,000 slaves. (Mostly women) For Spartan 
             Athens People men,                  to be a soldier was the main Job. 
Women in Athens and Sparta
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Greek women have a very tough life. Love and Marriage was very interesting because with marriage they didn’t choose who they married.  Love wasn’t the main reason of love, it was that their fathers gave the daughters money. Most women that were slaves didn’t have children or get married for their own pleasure. Once they were married they would move to the mans family home. The wealthier they were the better man and you got a bit of a say, and the poorer you were you didn’t get a good man at all. Girls married at 13-14 and men at the age of 30. Because of the age difference of married couples, they were often widowed as a young child. Widows could get re-married. Women in Greece had up to 5-6 pregnancies, 
but one would most likely die. Normally the poor women would give                          Women in Sparta
 up their babies life so that they could live a better life. They did lots of exercise to make them healthier so there babies would be able to survive. They couldn’t speak in public, they had to ask their guardian to speak. Divorce was easily arranged, when it was arranged the women would go back to their family home. When her father died she would divorce and re-marry to a close relative. Men by far have more rights then women that live in Athens in Sparta.
Interesting Information
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In Athens they worked in a place called the Agora, and that’s where they found out All the gossip. At the Assembly there was a red rope. It was dipped in red paint, and if they got caught then they didn’t get 
paid for attendance. It was very important for Athens Women to take part in                              
                                  Map of Greece                                            Running. Sparta and 
 Athens were the most powerful cities in Greece. In Sparta it was ruled by a council of Elders. It was a very competitive country that was all about winning. At home the only songs they could listen to were war songs, but occasionally they could listen to update music. The schooling in Sparta, you learnt how to read, write, mathematics and literature. In both countries (mostly Athens) there were 3 generations living at home. There were Grandparents, married son and wife and their children. The normal age for a grandmother/grandfather was 30! Which is very young compared to Today’s age in Australia. 
Similarities and Differences between Sparta, Athens and Australia
The main Differences I think in Sparta, Athens and Australia are: The Children’s rights and the babies being killed if they didn’t look strong enough, and how they leave the family to become strong men. The Women and Men, how they get treated differently. Women get very disowned and bad Jobs but in Australia both Men and Women are respected, how they weren’t allowed to talk in Public, and how many girls in the family and if too many then they would be left to die. Those are the 2 main differences I found.
The main Similarities I found were: Some people didn’t get married and have kids for own pleasures just like Australians do. Poor people had a harsh life, and us Australians have markets just like in Greece. There aren’t many similarities between the 2 countries because of the time frame, but im sure now there would be a lot more similarities.
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
